	The Empire Windrush was a passenger liner and cruise ship launched in Germany in 1930 and used as a navy troopship during World War 2. Many of the men and women of the Caribbean supported Britain in its war efforts (as soldiers and nurses etc).

At the end of the war, she was acquired by the United Kingdom Government as a prize of war and renamed the Empire Windrush. 

After WW2, Britain needed more men and women to work in industry because of a shortage of workers that died during the war. Empire Windrush brought the first large group of postwar West Indian immigrants to the United Kingdom, carrying 492 passengers from Jamaica to London in 1948.

People travelled thousands of miles across the Atlantic from the Caribbean to Britain. People were told that they would find a better way of life. ”The streets were paved with gold”

When they arrived, many people were not given equal rights or opportunities. Many of them experienced racism and discrimination and often found it hard to get proper home to live in and to make friends with British people. Now, some of the people who arrived in the UK as children with their parents have been wrongly told that they live here illegally. 

In 2012 there was a change to immigration law and people were told they needed official documents to prove they could get things like free hospital treatment or benefits in this country. This led to some being been sent to immigration detention centers and facing deportation.
