	Aqueduct – a channel or a pipe built to carry water over a long distance; also a

structure like a bridge for carrying the channel or the pipe across a river or a valley

Cartography – map making

Climate – usual weather conditions in a place

Empire – a very big country or a group of countries or peoples ruled over by a

powerful leader or government

Export – take products to another country, usually to be sold

Fertile – able to produce and support plants such as farm crops

Forum – central place in Roman towns and cities where people gathered for business and public meetings

Import – bring in products from another country, usually to be sold

Plains – large, flat areas of land

Province – an area of a country or empire that has its own local rulers

Terrain – natural shape and characteristics of the land

Valley – a long area of low land between mountains or hills, usually along a river

	- The city of Rome is founded. 509BC

- Rome became a Republic. 73BC 

– Spartacus the gladiator leads the slaves in an uprising. 45BC 

– Julius Caesar becomes the first dictator of Rome. 44BC – Julius Caesar is assassinated. 26BC

 – The Roman empire begins as Caesar Augustus becomes the first Roman Emperor. 64AD

- Much of Rome burns. 80AD

- The colosseum is built and is one of the greatest examples of Roman engineering. 121AD

 – The Hadrian wall is built to keep out the barbarians. 395AD 

– Rome splits into two empires. 476AD

 – The end of the Western Roman Empire and the fall of Ancient Rome. The last Roman emperor Romulus Augustus is defeated and it signals the start of the dark ages for Europe.
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
