	Knowledge
-The Stone Age was when early humans used tools from stone. This lasted until the Bronze Age. 

-The Bronze Age began when settlers arrived from Europe to Britain. These settlers brought with them ways of making tools from metal (bronze). 
-The Iron Age lasted from 800 BC till the Roman invasion (AD 43) - this was when people used tools made from iron. 

-In AD 43, the Romans under the order of Emperor Claudius, first invaded Britain and Roman rule lasted until AD 410. 

-The Anglo-Saxons settled in Britain when the Romans left in AD 410.
	Invaders: A person or group that invades a country, region or other places. 

Scandinavia: A group of culturally related countries in Northern Europe.
Monastery: A building where monks live under religious vows. 

Conquer: To overcome and take control of a place or people, by military force. 

Danelaw: The area of England ruled by the Vikings. 

Dragon-ship: A Viking longship ornamented with a beaked prow.
 Longships: Longships were seagoing vessels made and used for trade, exploring, and raiding. They were used by early people on the Baltic Sea and the North Sea.
Raid: A surprise attack on an enemy by troops, aircraft or other armed force. 

Settlement: A place, typically previously inhabited, where people established a community.

	AD 700- The Viking Age begins. 

AD 793- First invasion to Britain raiding monasteries on the coast, including Lindisfarne. 

AD 866- Danes capture York (which the Vikings called Jorvik) and make it their kingdom. 

AD 876- Vikings settle permanently in Britain. 

AD 886- King Alfred defeats the Vikings but allows them to settle in Eastern England. 

AD 1001- Vikings land in America and establish a settlement. 

AD 1014- King Canute of Denmark becomes King of England. 

AD 1066- Battle of Hastings take place and William the conqueror is crowned King. 

AD 1100- End of the Viking age.
